Easily distracted by environmental sounds, sights and movements.
Has difficulty remaining seated.

Shows signs of daydreaming.

Exhibits difficulty following instructions.

Shows little or no awareness of time.

Moves from one uncompleted task to another.

Displays fidgety, squirming, and restless behaviors.

Often loses materials necessary for tasks.

Shows difficulty sustaining attention to details and might make car-
less mistakes.

Appears confused, overwhelmed, and sometimes bored.
Experiences difficulty getting started on tasks.

Can talk excessively and interrupt often.

Blurts out responses before hearing the entire question.

Has difficulty waiting for a turn or waiting in line.

Displays motor control and coordination problems.

Experiences problems in social skills-(e.g., failure to pick up on
body language, facial expressions, voice tones, displays inappropri-
ate behaviors to a situatiion.
